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SUBDIVISION RESTRICTIONS
Lots 1-83, 174-179, 197-215, 235-866
Section D
Cherokee Shores Subdivision
1. There shall be established an Architectural control committee composed of three

(3) members appointed by the undersigned (and/or by designees of the undersigned, from
time to time) to protect the owners of lots hereunder against such improper use of lots as
will depreciate the value of their property; to preserve, so far as practicable, the natural
beauty of their property; to guard against the erection thereon of poorly designed or
proportioned structures and structures built of improper or unsuitable materials; to obtain
harmonious architectural schemes; to insure the highest and best development of said
property; to secure and maintain proper setbacks from streets and adequate free spaces
between structure; and, in general. to provide adequately for a high type of quality of

improvements in said property; and thereby to enhance the value of investments made by
purchasers of lots therein.

. Subject to provisions of numbered paragraphs 8 and 9 hereof, all lots hereunder
are restricted to use for single family residential purposes only. Residential structures
in the form of a Site Built Homes, or Modular, and Manufactured Homes no older
than 10 years at the time of improvement to property, and no building shall be
erected or maintained thereon other than a private residence (having a minimum floor
area of 800 square feet on all lots) a tool storage building (minimum floor area of 30
square feet and maximum floor area of 144 square feet), a private garage and a private
boathouse for the sole use of the purchaser of such lot. There shall be permitted, on any
lot hereunder, a private residential structure (minimum floor area of 100 square feet) if
used in conjunciion with either a mobile home, travel trailer or motor home. Residing in
RV’s, Travel trailers or motor homes as a permanent dwelling is not permitted.
The minimum floor area requirements for residential structures stated hereinabove are
exclusive of porches, stoops, open or closed carports, patios and garages, and such




mipimum floor area requirements shall not apply to mobile homes, travel trailers, camper
trailers and other camping facilities otherwise permitted by these Subdivision Restricts.

3. Subject to the provisions of numbered paragraphs 8 and 9 thereof, (i) no used
existing building or structure of any kind and no part of a used existing building or
structure shall be moved onto, placed on, or permitted to remain on any lot; all
construction must be of new material, (except stone, brick. or inside structural material, if
such use is approved in writing by the Architectural Control Committee), and (ii) no tar
paper type roof or siding materials will be used on any structure, and no sheet metal type
of roof or siding materials will be used without written approval of the Architectural
control Committee on any structure, and (iii) the exterior of any building (excluding roof,
glass and masonry) must be painted or stained. All buildings and structures shall be
completely underpinned and under skirted with no piers or pilings exposed to view
within 30 days of placement of building or structure.

No natural drainage shall be altered. nor shall any drainage ditch, culvert nor drainage
structure of any kind be installed nor altered, nor shall any curb nor other such
impediment to the free flow of water be installed nor altered, without prior written
consent of the undersigned or the Architectural Control Committee.

4. No building, fence, or other structure or improvements shall be erected, placed or
altered on any lot until two copies of the construction plans and specifications (including
specifications of all exterior and roofing materials, color of paint or stain, a plan showing
the proposed location of the structure and such other matters as such Committee may
reasonably request) have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Architectural
Control Committee in all respects, including, but not limited to, harmony of external
design with existing structures and location with respect to topography and finish grade
elevation. If such construction, placement or alteration is not commenced within eight
(8) months of such approval, the approval shall be null and void unless an extension is
granted in writing. No building exceeding two (2) stories in height shall be erected or
placed on any lot. All properties with a dwelling, i.e.; Site Built Homes, Modular or
Manufactured Homes, “must display address numbers, on either the dwelling, a
mailbox, fence, or post in front of the home”. The number should be at least four
inches tall.

3. Fences shall be permitted to extend to the side and back lot lines and to no less
than five (5) feet of the front lot lines. but without impairment of the easements reserved
and granted in these restrictions.

6. No building, mobile home, camper or structure other than a fence shall be located
nearer 1o the side street line than five (5) feet or nearer to the side lot line or rear lot line
than five (5) feet. "Side lot line", and "rear lot line", respectively, as used in this
paragraph, in respect to any two or more contiguous whole and/or fractional lots owned
by (and/or under a contract to be conveyed by the undersigned to) the same person or
